Did you know that . . . 

· The LCCC Soup Kitchen has served over 9700 meals to hungry men, women, and children since July ‘08.

· In the month of September 2008 the Daybreak Mental Health drop in center served almost 2000 meals to people living with HIV/AIDS, mental illness, and the elderly. 
· 10% of all households in Pennsylvania are food insecure meaning that the food intake of one or more adults was reduced and their eating patterns were disrupted at times during the year because the household lacked money and other resources for food.
